One String Willie will again tickle the crowd with his truly unusual one string instrument-making workshop while the Archie Edwards Blues Heritage Foundation performs all day. 
All News WTOP-FM personality David Burd will again emcee the day’s events delivering interviews with artists, musicians and local notables. A Feb. 12 article in The Washington Post cited Burd, a 28-year Washington radio legend, for his “wit and personality,” a rare but welcomed trait at an All-News radio station.
