“We listened closely to our neighbors and patrons over the years and we heard what they want and we intend to bring it to them,” said Jim Spiropoulos, who, with his brother, Ted Spiropoulos, have spearheaded the more than $1 million expansion of the market their father, Pete Spiropoulos, began operating more than a quarter century ago.
 
“We also look forward to discovering new food and beverage delights and bringing them into the market,” adds Ted, who says building the market’s unique product line is one of the businesses main goals.
 
In addition to a new financial center that will offer a slew of services including check cashing, money orders, Western Union, bill pay, lottery and Kino, there will also be a coffee and lottery lounge with free Wi-Fi.
 
The handicap accessible market offers plenty of free parking for patrons and is adjacent to the Riverdale Marc train station at Town Center, three blocks east of US Route 1.
